The internet is a connected network of computers,
transferring info between each other.

IP address is the unique identifier of every computer
that is connected, like a phone number helps to
determine the path from one computer to another.

We use browsers on our computers to interpret the
HTML CSS and JavaScript code sent by the server.

Browsers run HTML CSS and JavaScript code. You can
see this even if the file is on your computer and you are

not connected to the internet.

HTML is content with tags that indicate the structure of
